Dear Students,

Due to the temporary closure of the Lake Washington School District schools in March of 2020, we have
extended the deadline, expanded our application submission options to include email submission, have
relaxed our transcript requirements, and relaxed our letter of recommendation requirements.

Due Date: We have extended the scholarship application due date to Friday, May 1, 2020, at noon.

Email application submission: To submit your application via email, please send ONE email to
scholarships@Ilwptsa.net with your name in the subject line, and attach the following documents:

e The completed application form

e Your answers to the “Questions” section for the scholarship for which you are applying
e Your essay (not required for Scarr scholarship)

e Your two letters of recommendation (see below)

If you are applying for more than one scholarship, please send a separate email for each scholarship, and
include ALL documents for each scholarship in each email, even if you are using the same documents for
more than one scholarship.

Transcripts: Because of the difficulty of obtaining official transcripts during the school closure period, we
will accept unofficial transcripts OR a print out of your grades from Skyward. Please include the first
semester of your senior year. By submitting your application and grade report to us, you are issuing us
permission to verify your grade report with your school.

Letters of Recommendation: We ask that one of your two letters of recommendation be from a faculty
member at your school. But if this is not possible, a non family and non faculty member letter of
recommendation is acceptable. You can include these letters with your application or alternatively, you
can ask your references to email the letters of recommendation to us directly; please make sure they do so
by the application deadline.

The Lake Washington PTSA Council is accepting applications for its annual scholarship awards. These
scholarships will be awarded to selected graduating seniors from LWSD high schools. Lake Washington
PTSA Council Scholarships may be used to pay for anything billed by the university, including tuition, room
and board, and other fees. It also includes payment for books and computers, with a receipt.

Information about the Scholarships
All student scholarships are $1,250. Students may apply for multiple scholarships, however a maximum of
one scholarship will be awarded per student.
o Award A: L.E. Scarr 2 year, Vocational, or Technical school Scholarship: One scholarship to a
student planning on attending a two-year or technical college. (1 award)
o Award B: Merit Scholarship: For students planning on attending a four-year institution. Two merit
scholarships to two candidates residing in each of the 4 LWSD Learning Communities (Eastlake,
Juanita, Lake Washington, Redmond). Tesla STEM, ICS, and Emerson students will be considered in

the learning community in which they reside. (8 awards)
o Award C: LWEA/Bates Scholarship: One scholarship to a student entering the field of education.
(1 award)

o Award D: Turn Around Scholarship: One scholarship to a student who has demonstrably turned
their academic career around. This scholarship will be awarded to a student who did not perform at
their best in the early years of their high school career but "turned around" their situation and can
demonstrate a significant improvement in their academic achievement over the course of their high
school career. This award is for students planning on attending a two-year or four-year institution.

(1 award)

o Award E: Perseverance Scholarship: One scholarship to a student who has overcome a hardship in
life. This scholarship will be awarded to a student who is a well-rounded community member and
can show excellence in their life and their academics in the face of hardships or a challenging life
circumstance. This award is for students planning on attending a two-year or four-year institution.

May 1, 2020 at noon Applications are NOT accepted after noon on May 1, 2020.

May 2020 Applications are evaluated by the Scholarship Committee.
Late May, 2020 Recipients and high schools notified of scholarship award winners.
TBD Recipients will be honored at a reception or other appropriate event.

Instructions for Applicants

The following requirements must be met for your application to be accepted. Failure to follow complete
instructions, or submittal of incomplete applications will result in automatic disqualification.

1. Complete the Student Scholarship Application Form and all requested attachments, typewritten,
double-spaced.

2. Paper clip the following items to the completed and signed Student Scholarship Application Form.

a. An official copy of your high school transcript that includes first semester grades of your
senior year. An official transcript bears the signature and embossed seal of your school
registrar. (For 2020, an unofficial transcript or grade report obtained online will suffice).

b. Two letters of recommendation. One should be from a faculty member at your high
school. The other may be from an employer, family friend, or other appropriate
individual. Letters of recommendation from members of your immediate family are not
acceptable. You may attach a letter of recommendation written for other applications.

c. All pages containing your responses to the included questions and the essay question for
the scholarship(s) you are applying for. If you are applying for more than one scholarship,
please send complete applications for EACH scholarship. Please include all documents for
each application in one manila envelope.

3. PAPER CLIP ALL attachments to the application form. DO NOT USE STAPLES.

4. Include only information specifically requested on the application form and these instructions. DO
NOT include resumes, notebooks, folders, photos, portfolios, etc. Also, DO NOT add your name to
every page of your application.

5. For 2020, applications can also be submitted via email to scholarships@I|wptsa.net. See cover letter.

6. Applications must be received or delivered by noon, Friday, May 1, 2020.
